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[Abstract] With the deepening of economic globalization, the internationalization of accounting has become an
important direction of higher education reform. This paper analyzes the current status of international talent
cultivation in accounting majors in colleges and universities, and puts forward the necessity and urgency of
cultivating international compound talents. The article first defines the connotation of international compound
talents, then analyzes the current problems in the cultivation of international talents in accounting majors in
colleges and universities, and puts forward corresponding improvement measures. Through case analysis and
comparative research, this paper summarizes the key factors for the successful cultivation of international

compound talents, and looks forward to the development trend of international talent cultivation in accounting

majors in colleges and universities in the future.
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
