Deepen the legal construction of private economic financing and optimize the business
environment in Tangshan

[Abstract] In November 2018, national leaders pointed out at a symposium on private enterprises that in the
new journey of comprehensively building a socialist modernized country, China's private economy can only
grow and cannot weaken. Not only can it not "leave", but it must also move towards a broader stage. The report
of the 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China pointed out that we must unwaveringly
encourage, support, and guide the development of the non—public economy. By the end of 2022, the private
economy in Tangshan City had created over 70% of GDP, over 60% of fiscal revenue, and nearly 80% of
employment opportunities. In 2021, the tax contribution rate of private economy enterprises reached 45%.
