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[Abstract] Administrative institutions are an important component of state organs, usually responsible for
government management functions, implementing national policies, providing public services, and maintaining
social order. They include administrative units (such as public security, procuratorial, and judicial organs) and
public institutions (such as education, healthcare, etc.). With the rapid development of the social economy and
the increasingly mature market, there have been many changes in the working environment of administrative
institutions, such as the huge scale of state—owned assets and the inability of state—owned asset management to
adapt to changes in the market environment, resulting in inefficient, idle, and wasteful use of many state—owned
assets. So, in order to maximize the utilization value of state—owned assets, administrative institutions need to
revitalize them through external leasing or transfer.
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
