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[Abstract] This article focuses on the employment problem and proposes a series of market—oriented reform
plans based on the Austrian School theory. By reducing taxes and relaxing regulations, we can lower the burden
on enterprises and unleash the vitality of entrepreneurs to create jobs; Promote the liberalization of price
mechanisms, promote industrial upgrading, and attract technical talents; Carry out market—oriented reforms in
education, align the professional settings of universities with market demand, and optimize the supply of human
resources; Improve the flexibility of the labor market and reduce concerns about employment for enterprises;
Encourage individual entrepreneurship and freelance work, transforming job seekers into job creators. These
measures complement each other, aiming to solve the employment dilemma, achieve a positive interaction
between the economy and employment, and alleviate employment pressure.
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
