[Abstract] Through the four—dimensional analysis of policy, economy, technology and society, it is shown that
the platform is in line with the national rural revitalization strategy, has profit potential (is expected to drive 20%
increase in farmers' income), and has high technical realizability (SaaS model, blockchain traceability). The
three—stage path of "brand building, industrial integration, and ecological construction" is proposed, and the
policy, technology and other guarantee suggestions are given to provide a replicable practice plan for the

county—level "e—commerce characteristic agriculture" model. Taking the pear industry in Dangshan County as

the starting point, the feasibility of the "Daji pear" e—commerce platform to promote rural revitalization was

discussed.
