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Regional Practice and Optimization Path of the Support System for College Students
Returning to Their Hometowns to Start Businesses in Hunan Province

[Abstract] Against the backdrop of rural revitalization and the "Three Highs and Four New" strategy, college
students 'return entrepreneurship has emerged as a key driver for economic development and talent aggregation
in Hunan's county—level regions. This study systematically examines the dual—pillar "policy—service" support
system established at provincial and local levels in Hunan, with in—depth analysis of distinctive practice models
in Xiangxi and Wangcheng District, Changsha. The research reveals that while Hunan's college students' return
entrepreneurship has achieved remarkable results in terms of participant scale, project quantity, and employment
impact, it also faces practical challenges including insufficient precision in financing support, conflicts between
project innovation and homogenization, and poor alignment between talent skills and market demands. To
address these issues, the paper proposes targeted measures across five dimensions: optimizing financing services,
strengthening innovation guidance, and building a closed—loop service ecosystem. These strategies aim to propel
college students' return entrepreneurship from "initial survival" to "quality growth", thereby injecting sustained
momentum into regional economic development.
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
