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Strengthening Internal Control, Preventing Risks, and Promoting Compliance —— The
Analysis of Internal Control Status and Operation Strategy of State—owned Enterprises

[Abstract] In 2019, No. 101 of the State Council SASAC proposed that state—owned enterprises should
establish a "trinity" internal control system integrating risk, internal control, and compliance which is risk
management oriented, internal control system centered, and compliance management based, so as to achieve the
control goal of "strengthening internal control, preventing risks and promoting compliance".
