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[Abstract] For a long time, "agriculture, rural areas and farmers" have been the focus of attention in China,
among which the income of farmers and herdsmen is the starting point and foothold of strengthening the
construction level of agricultural and pastoral areas. At present, there are still some problems in the development
of some agricultural and pastoral areas in China, which leads to the generally low income level of farmers and
herdsmen.

Especially in the condition of
market economy, the income of farmers and herdsmen is not only a simple economic problem, but also
gradually rising to a political problem. Therefore, taking the market economy conditions as the background, this
paper mainly explores the effective strategies to improve the income of farmers and herdsmen, hoping to
provide some reference for the relevant management departments.
